	Church
	Description

	B’nai Amoona Building (now COCA)
	524 Trinity Ave., University City was built in 1950.  Architects Eric Mendelssohn and Bernard Bloom.  This building was the prototype for all new synagogue buildings constructed in the US in the modern era.

  

	Most Holy Trinity




	Twin spire Catholic Church seen from I-70 and Salisbury exit. Originally did mass in German.  Emil Frei windows.

	SS. Peter & Paul
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	Seventh at Allen.  Franz Georg Himpler designed.  Organized in 1849 to serve immigrant neighborhood and became mother church of Southside German Catholics.  Third church building erected in the same city block.  German craftsmanship can be found in liturgical art including stained glass windows imported from Innsbruck, Austria.  Stations of the cross in oil on canvas.  Church designed for a crowd of 3000.  Now it has circular seating that replaced original pews.  

	St. John Nepomuk
	Eleventh at Lafayette.  Congregation founded in 1854.  Parish was the first national church of Bohemian Catholics in the U.S. and reportedly the first built outside the mother country (now the Czech Republic.)  Present church was built in 1897 after the previous building was destroyed by a tornado.  Interior features windows from Emil Frei's Munich studio, circa 1929, and stations of the cross from Bohemia, circa 1930.

	Shrine of St. Joseph




	Eleventh & Biddle.  Jesuits founded parish in 1843.  Land was donated by Mrs. Ann Biddle, daughter of John Mullanphy.  St. Joseph's became the only church in St. Louis, which is the site of an authenticated miracle, and, like Lourdes in France, gradually developed a legend of assistance to the afflicted.  The miracle occurred in 1864.  

	St. Vincent de Paul




	Ninth at Park.   Built in 1844.  Designed by George I. Barnett.  Bishop Rosati placed the parish under pastoral care of the Vincentian Fathers in 1838. 

	Trinity Lutheran
	8th Street in Soulard.  Founded in 1839, Trinity is the mother church of all Lutheran Missouri Synod churches.  First pastor Otto Walther came to Missouri with a group of Saxon German immigrants in 1838-1839.  Church building - 1865.  Church damaged in tornado of 1896 and was rebuilt.  Walther League started here.  

	St. Francis de Sales
	2653 Ohio.  The 300-foot-tall steeple of the German Gothic Church is the tallest steeple in St. Louis.  Stained glass windows are by Emil Frei Art Glass Company. Dedicated in 1908 following the tornado of 1896.

	St. Mary of Victories
	Downtown St. Louis (Chouteau’ Landing). Established in 1843.  Designed by George I. Barnett.

First German speaking church (now Hungarian). Second oldest Church in St. Louis.  Stained glass windows are by Emil Frei Art Glass Company.

	St. Francis Xavier


	Thomas Walsh designed the English Gothic Revival Church in 1884 as the first building for the new St. Louis University Campus. It was modeled after St. Colman's Cathedral in Cobh, Ireland. The church was dedicated in 1898. In 1914 the tower was added to accommodate its bells, which were cast in Spain in 1789.  The stained-glass windows were designed by Emil Frei and installed in 1937.

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Aloe Plaza


	Carl Milles sculpture - Meeting of the Waters - unveiled in 1940.  Represents the meeting of the Missouri and Mississippi Rivers.  Original name “Wedding of the Rivers.”

	America's Center
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	Convention Center opened in 1994.  Includes Dome.

	Anheuser-Busch Brewery Complex
	The Anheuser-Busch Brewery Complex is made up of 137 structures, and it takes up 142 acres of land south of the Soulard Historic District. Several of the buildings were built before the turn of the century. 
Three of the buildings in the complex have been placed on the National Register of Historic Places: the Museum (former Lyon School); the Circular Stable; and the Brewhouse. 



	Bellefontaine Cemetery
	4947 N. Florissant. Burial site of prominent St. Louisians including African American activists and women suffragists.  Burial site of William Clark.

	Busch Stadium
	Home of the current St. Louis baseball Cardinals and the third Busch Stadium.  Opened in 2006 for first game.

	Calvary Cemetery
	5239 W. Florissant.  Catholic cemetery including burial site for Dred Scott, General Sherman, Chouteau, and Tennessee Williams.

	Campbell House
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	1508 Locust St.  Home of the Robert Campbell family.  Built in 1851.     First and last house on Lucas.  Contains 90% of original Victorian furnishings.

	Cathedral Basilica (New Cathedral)

	One of the largest collections of mosaics in the world with 41.5 million pieces of glass tessarae.  Romanesque exterior with Byzantine interior.  Begun in 1907.  Mosaics completed in 1988.  



	City Garden


	Two blocks of outdoor sculptures in award winning urban garden.

	City Hall

	 Completed in 1904.  Modeled after Hotel de Ville in Paris (Paris City Hall.)  Statue of Grant on corner of Tucker and Market.  Statue of Laclede to the West 



	City Museum


	Built from recycled, salvaged and found material by artist and then owner Bob Cassily (deceased).  Contains the 5-story MonstroCity, Enchanted Caves, a 10-story slide, the Architecture Museum, and a circus.

	Civil Courts Building
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	Pyramid on top modeled after King Mausolus' tomb, one of the seven wonders of the ancient world, built at Halicarnassus.  It houses the law library atop the ten stories of courtrooms. 

	Clayton, MO
	County seat of St. Louis County, MO, which includes 88 municipalities, excluding the city of St. Louis



	Cupples House
	Opulent 42-room Gilded Age mansion displaying fine and decorative art.  Built for Samuel Cupples.  Located on the grounds of St. Louis University.

	Eads Bridge

	First cantilevered steel truss bridge in the world and first bridge to cross the Mississippi at St. Louis.   Opened July 4, 1874. 

	Eagleton Courthouse
	Largest Federal courthouse in the U.S.  557 ft. high


	Energizer Park (formerly Centene Stadium)
	Soccer Stadium seats 22,500.  Home of St. Louis SC.  Only women owned Soccer franchise.

	Field House Museum
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	Home of Eugene Field, the "Children's Poet."  First home in St. Louis opened as a museum.  His father, Roswell Field, was one of the attorneys in the Dred Scott Case. 

	Forest Park
	Opened in 1876, it is over 1300 acres and has 4 nine-hole golf courses, miles of walking/biking paths, History Museum, Art Museum, Science Center, Planetarium, Muny Opera, ball parks, Zoo, monuments, and statues.  Eleventh largest urban park in the United States.  Home of the 1904 World’s Fair.

	Forest Park – Art Museum
	One of the top ten art museums in the country.  Building designed by Cass Gilbert.  Palace of Fine Arts at the 1904 World's Fair.


	Forest Park - Jewel Box


	St. Louis Floral Conservatory.  Built in 1936 as a WPA project.  Unique architectural green house design withstands hail and wind.

	Forest Park - Muny Opera
	Opened in 1919.  Outdoor theater    Hosts musical theatre in summer season.  The MUNY currently seats approximately 10,800 patrons - 1500 of which are the 'free seats.'  



	Forest Park Science Center/Planetarium


	Planetarium built in 1963.  Science Center opened in 1991.  Hands-on museum for all ages.

	Forest Park - Zoo
	One of the top ten zoos in the world.  First to have natural habitat exhibits.  Smithsonian Flight Cage was displayed at the 1904 World's Fair.  Zoo sculpture “Animals Always” by Albert Paley installed 2006.  Largest public zoo sculpture in the world.  60 life-sized animals.  One of three free Zoos in the Country.

	Fox Theatre
	Opened by William Fox in November 1929.  Closed in 1978.  Renovated and reopened 1982 as a major entertainment venue.  Seats 4400.

	Gateway Arch
	National Park.  Tallest man-made monument in the U.S.  Commemorates Gateway to the West.  Completed October 1965.  Inverted Catenary curve designed by Eero Saarinen.  630 feet tall and wide (192 meters). 

	Grand Center Arts District

	Powell Symphony Hall, Sheldon, theatres, Fox, Pulitzer Foundation, Contemporary Art Museum.  



	Grant's Farm
	Purchased by August Busch, Sr. in 1903.  Opened to the public in 1954.  Site of the log cabin built by Ulysses S. Grant and home to over 1000 animals.  

	Griot Black World History Museum
	2505 St. Louis Ave..  The second museum of its kind in the country.  The Museum features life sized likenesses of African Americans with a Missouri connection.

	Hill neighborhood
	Italian neighborhood.  Restaurants, groceries, bakeries, bocce club, red-white-green fireplugs

	Holocaust Museum and Learning Center
	Located at 12 Millstone Campus Dr.  Resource library and oral history archives of the events in Germany relating to WWII.  Focuses on St. Louis connection.


	Jefferson Barracks Historic Park
	533 Grant Rd.  Military installation established in 1826.  Provided basic training until 1946.  Devoted to military history and recreation.  Generals Ulysses S. Grant and Robert E. Lee both served at Jefferson Barracks. 



	Jewish Tercentenary Monument
	Located in Forest Park built in 1956 to mark the anniversary of the 300th arrival of Jews in North America

	Laclede's Landing
	The only portion of the original street grid and surviving riverfront.

  

	Lafayette Park & Square
	Oldest public park west of the Mississippi opened in 1836.  Well preserved neighborhood of Victorian homes.  Named for Marquis de Lafayette.

	Lemp Mansion
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	Built after the Civil War.  The 33-room mansion was voted one of America's ten most haunted houses by Life magazine in 1980.  Currently a restaurant and bed-and-breakfast. 

	Medical Complexes
	BJC Hospitals and Washington University School of Medicine, St. Louis University Hospitals and School of Medicine.  BJC is largest employer in St. Louis.

	Missouri Botanical Garden
	Former country estate of Henry Shaw opened to the public in 1859 and is the oldest continuously operating botanical garden in the nation..  The Climatron opened in 1960, was the world’s first geodesic dome greenhouse.

	Museum of Transportation
	3015 Barrett Station Rd.  The museum displays one of the largest collections of transportation vehicles in the world.

	National Blues Museum
	Exhibits and interactive displays on the history of the Blues.

	Old Cathedral
	Basilica of St. Louis, King of France.  Oldest cathedral west of the Mississippi.  Built in 1834 and designated a basilica in 1961 by Pope John XXIII.  
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 Old Courthouse

	Site of first two Dred Scott trials.  First cast-iron dome in the U.S.  Greek Revival Architecture. 

	Scott Joplin House


	State historic site.  St. Louis home of the "King of Ragtime," Scott Joplin, composer of "The Entertainer," "Maple Leaf Rag," and "Cascades" for the 1904 World's Fair.  

	Soldiers Memorial
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	Dedicated by Franklin Roosevelt in 1936 and opened to the public in 1938 as a memorial to veterans of WWI.  Court of Honor is dedicated to veterans of WWII, Korea, Vietnam, and Desert Storm.  Maintained by Missouri Historical Society.  Honors all branches of Military in St. Louis history.

	Soulard Market & neighborhood
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	Antoine Soulard was Surveyor General for the Spanish government.  Madame Soulard made a gift of the market grounds to the city. Center building constructed like a foundling home in Florence, Italy

	St. Louis University
	Oldest university west of the Mississippi.  Founded in 1818 by Jesuit Bishop DuBourg.



	Stifel Auditorium/Enterprise Center
	Built in 1930’s.  Bears guarding the entrance represent the bears on the Missouri state seal and flag.  Home of the St. Louis Hockey Blues.



	Tom Sawyer 
	Sightseeing boat on the Mississippi river.

	Tower Grove Park
	Opened September 28, 1872.  Fine example of an authentic English Victorian park.  Given to the city by Henry Shaw.  National Historic Landmark.

	Union Station
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	Built in 1894.  Architect was Theodore Link.  Largest and grandest train station of the time.  Designated National Historic Landmark in 1976.  Currently houses St. Louis Aquarium, hotel, and entertainment center.   

	Union Station Grand Hall
	65-foot barrel vaulted ceiling.  Allegorical window.  40-foot Whispering arch.

	Wainwright Building
	Built in 1891.  10-story building with a steel frame.  Considered one of the first skyscrapers.  Architect Louis Sullivan.

	Washington University
	Founded in 1853 as Eliot Seminary by William Greenleaf Eliot.  Excellent graduate schools for medicine, law, and engineering.  Site of the 1904 Olympics.

	Water Towers
	Uniquely designed standpipes designed to slow water flow into homes.  Once over 400 water towers in United States.  St. Louis can claim three of the few remaining water towers in U.S.  All St. Louis' water towers have been declared Historical Landmarks. 



	World's Fair
	Opened April 30, 1904.  Closed December 1, 1904.  Held to commemorate the Louisiana Purchase.  Held on the site of Forest Park.

	Person
	Description

	Angelou, Maya
	Maya Angelou, born Marguerite Johnson in St. Louis, was raised in segregated rural Arkansas.  On January 20, 1993, she read her poem, "On the Pulse of the Morning," at the inauguration of President William J. Clinton. 

	Anheuser, Eberhard
	Born in Germany in 1805, he immigrated to Cincinnati in 1843, then moved on to St. Louis in 1845. Soap manufacturer and namesake of  Anheuser-Busch Brewery.  Daughter married Adolphus Busch. 

	Bates, Edward
	One of the framers of the MO Constitution. Served under Abraham Lincoln as Attorney General. Represented Lucy Delaney in her successful Freedom Suite.


	Bell, Cool Papa
	1903-1991  Famous baseball player for the Negro League.  Known as the fastest man in baseball.  Set many records.  Street in St. Louis named after him.  Elected to the National Baseball Hall of Fame in Cooperstown by the Negro Leagues Committee in 1974. 

	Benson, Sally Smith
	Wrote book "Meet Me in St. Louis".

	Benton, Thomas Hart
	Missouri's first Senator and a proponent of the Transatlantic Railroad.  

	Berra, Yogi
	Famous baseball player and manager (NY Yankees/NY Mets) who grew up in the St. Louis neighborhood called The Hill.  Elected to the National Baseball Hall of Fame in Cooperstown. 



	Berry, Chuck
	1926- Famous duck-walking rock-n-roll guitar player.  Wrote "Maybelline."  Inducted into Rock-n-Roll Hall of Fame in 1996. Died March 2017.

	Blair, Montgomery
	Postmaster General in Lincoln's Cabinet.  Lived in Lafayette Square.  Represented Dred Scott in his appeal to the US Supreme Court.


	Blow, Susan
	Established first kindergarten in public schools in 1873.  

	Busch, Adolphus
	Built brewery into the largest in the world.

	Campbell, Robert
	Came from Ireland.  Made his fortune in the fur trade, railroads, and real estate.  Home is now a museum.

	Cassily, Bob
	Sculptor who renovated the International Shoe warehouse into the City Museum.  Owner and founder of same.  

	Chopin, Kate
	1851-1904 Began to write to support herself after becoming a widow.  Wrote mostly about women's issues.

	Chouteau, Auguste (and family)
	Fourteen-year-old who founded St. Louis with Pierre Laclede. Son of Madame Chouteau.

	Cupples, Samuel
	Came to St. Louis selling woodworking products.  A millionaire at 30.  Owned 22 warehouses.  Historic home on St. Louis University campus.  

	Davis, Dwight
	Park commissioner and curator of Forest Park.  Established many tennis courts to be used by the people of the City.  Founder of the Davis Cup for tennis.  

	Desmet, Father Pierre Jean
	Catholic priest who explored the Louisiana territory establishing Catholic institutions. 

DeSmet High School is named after him. 

	Drewes, Ted
	Developed formula for ice cream enriched to become frozen custard.  A St. Louis original.  Custard stand opened in 1929.

	Duchesne, Saint Philippine
	Started first free girls school west of the Mississippi in St. Charles in 1818.  Brought Order of the Sacred Heart to this country.

	Eads, James Buchanan
	Designer and builder of Eads Bridge. Had no formal engineering training. Builder of iron clad boats during the Civil War.

	Edwards, Joe
	Businessman responsible for development of the Delmar Loop area.

	Eliot, T.S.
	1888-1965 Poet.  Born in St. Louis.  Educated at Harvard.  Grandson of William Greenleaf Elliot, founder of Washington University.  

	Field, Eugene
	Poet.  Wrote mostly children's poetry (Little Boy Blue.)  Home on Broadway.  Father, Roswell Field, was one of attorneys for Dred Scott.

	Francis, David
	Governor of Missouri, mayor of St. Louis and last ambassador to czarist Russia.  President of 1904 World's Fair.  Brought Olympics to St. Louis for the Fair.

	Garagiola, Joe
	Famous baseball player who grew up on The Hill with Yogi Berra.  Played most of his career with the St Louis Cardinals, before becoming a sports broadcaster.

	Grant, Ulysses S.
	18th President of the United States.  Married St. Louisian Julia Dent.  Home before Civil War was at Whitehaven in south St. Louis.  Head of the Union army during the Civil War.

	Handy, W.C.
	Down and out while in St. Louis.  Wrote "St. Louis Blues.”

	Jefferson, Thomas
	Third President of the United States who was responsible for the Louisiana Purchase and commissioned Lewis and Clark and their “Corp of Discovery” to explore the new territory.

	Joplin, Scott    
	Father of Ragtime.  Native of Missouri. Wrote music for the World's Fair- "Cascades."  Known for "The Entertainer" and "The Maple Leaf Rag."  

	Joyner-Kersee, Jackie 
	Winner of 6 Olympic medals in Track and Field. Leader in children’s services in East St. Louis.  First woman to be admitted as a member of the Missouri Athletic Club. 

	Laclede, Pierre 
	Founder of St. Louis as a fur trading post in 1764

	Lafayette, Marquis de
	Hero of the American Revolution.  Toured the U.S. in 1824, making a visit to St. Louis in 1825.

	Lemp, Adam (and family)
	Founded Lemp Brewery, brewer of Falstaff beer, brewery did not survive Prohibition.   Four members of the family committed suicide.  

	Lewis and Clark
	Led famous expedition after Jefferson bought the Louisiana Territory.

	Lindbergh, Charles
	Flew mail from St. Louis to Chicago.  First person to fly solo non-stop from US to France in May 1927.  Named plane "Spirit of St. Louis" to honor 9 St. Louis businessmen who supported him.

	Link, Theodore
	German-born Theodore Link came to St. Louis in 1873.   One of the city’s greatest architects. Designed over 100 buildings.  Best known for Union Station.  

	Louis IX, King of France
	12th century.  St. Louis is named after him, Crusader King.

	Malone, Annie
	Established Poro College in the African American Ville neighborhood. She was the first African American woman in St. Louis to become a millionaire.

	McNair, Alexander
	Alexander McNair was the first governor of Missouri.


	Meacham, John B. and Mary
	John Berry and Mary Meacham are well-known to St. Louisans for having established a school for African Americans on a steamboat anchored in the Mississippi River in 1847, when Missouri law made it illegal to educate persons of color in the state. 

 

	Milles, Carl
	Swedish sculptor.  Designed "Meeting of the Waters" statuary in front of Union Station and seven of his works are on display in the Botanical Garden.

	Musial, Stan
	Famous baseball player (first baseman) for the St. Louis Cardinals.  Statue relocated from old stadium to front of new Busch Stadium.  In 2013, a new bridge across the Mississippi named for him.

	Nelly
	Born Cornell Haynes, Jr., Nelly formed the St. Lunatics in 1993 with friends from University City High. His 2000 solo debut "Country Grammar" topped the Billboard charts, sold over 9 million copies, and put St. Louis hip-hop in the national spotlight. 

	Pitzman, Julius
	Laid out most of the City Private Places.

	Saarinan, Eero
	1910-1961.  Finnish architect.  Designed the Arch at the Gateway Arch National Park.

	Scott, Dred & Harriet
	Enslaved in Missouri.  Lived in a free state and sued for freedom.  Case went to Supreme Court which ruled against him.  Case was precipitating factor of the Civil War.

	Shaw, Henry
	Englishman who came to St. Louis at age 18 from Sheffield, England.  Made his fortune by age 39 by selling supplies to those . Bought land that is now the Missouri Botanical Garden and Tower Grove Park.

	Smith, Luther, Eli
	Force behind establishment of Gateway Arch National Park. 

 

	Soulard, Antoine and Julia
	Antoine Soulard was Surveyor for the Spanish from 1795-1805. Madame Soulard set aside land for a market.  She was the first woman real estate developer west of the Mississippi.


	Targee, Thomas
	Fire captain who was killed while using a backfire to save the Old Cathedral during the fire of 1849

	Teasdale, Sara(h)
	Pulitzer Prize (1918) winning poet born in St. Louis.


	Twain, Mark (Samuel Clemens)
	Riverboat pilot until the Civil War. Writer of many stories about the Mississippi River.  Dedicated the Eugene Field House.

	Williams, Tennessee
	One of America's greatest playwrights.  Moved to St. Louis in 1918.  "Glass Menagerie" contained autobiographical elements of days in St. Louis and Mississippi.

	Wright, Frank Lloyd
	Student of Louis Sullivan (Wainwright Building.)  Designed Russell Kraus House in Kirkwood and Theodore Pappas House in St. Louis County.
